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Once more, this document is meant only to help you to think by structuring your reflections.  It is very beneficial to work in collaboration with colleagues from your country, taking the time, if necessary, to reread national documents and to share out textbooks (even those related to other disciplines) (It is also possible to work together if you are not from the same country: the fact that you have to explain to others often helps one to understand one’s own specificities!)
N.B. : Of course, it is also important to keep in mind the sheets you have completed previously concerning your own ideas and those of the Council of Europe. .
